JUNE 8 TUE  PHINDA PRIVATE GAME RESERVE KWAZULU-NATAL  

This morning after breakfast we transfer back to the airport for our flight 
to Phinda.  We will be met upon arrival and taken directly to the Phinda 
Forrest Lodge which will be home for the next 3 nights. 
 
CC Africa’s Phinda Private Game Reserve is situated in the lush 
Maputaland region in northern KwaZulu-Natal, South Africa. Bordering 
the Greater St Lucia Wetland Park – a World Heritage Site – Phinda 
comprises 23 000 hectares (57 000 acres) of prime conservation land. Seven 
distinct habitats shelter an abundance of wildlife including Africa’s Big 
Five (lion, leopard, elephant, black and white rhino, buffalo) and over 380 
bird species, while the marine diversity off the nearby coast of Sodwana is 
said to rival the Great Barrier Reef in Australia. 
 
Guests can look forward to exciting game-drives in open 4x4 safari vehicles 
led by experienced rangers and Zulu trackers, as well as thrilling optional 
activities on the water, in the air and on the beach.  
 
Exhilarating walking safaris accommodated in spacious en suite safari 
tents, offering an incredible up close and personal experience of Phinda’s 
pristine wilderness.

JUNE 11 THU  KIRKMAN’S KAMP – SABI SAND GAME RESERVE 

Undoubtedly the most prestigious game park in South Africa, the Sabi Sand 
Game Reserve is renowned for having the best Big Five game viewing in the 
country, if not the world. Located on the southwestern corner of the Kruger 
National Park, there are no restricting fences, thus enabling the animals to 
roam freely just as nature intended. The 65 000 hectare Reserve offers a 
spectacular African safari experience.  
 
Kirkman’s Kamp, with its spectacular views of the unspoilt wilderness and 
the Sand River, is regarded as one of the best loved lodges in the Sabi Sand 
Game Reserve. A well known historic camp, originally built in the early 
1920’s Kirkman’s Kamp celebrates the atmosphere of an early South 
African lowveld homestead.

JUNE 14 SUN  NGALA PRIVATE GAME RESERVE-KRUEGER PARK  
After a final game drive at Kirkman’s we will fly v ia private charter 
directly to the Ngala airstrip just a few minutes drive from our next camp. 
Situated at the junction of Mopane forests and the Timbavati flood plain, 
you will discover a paradise in the African wilderness. 
 
Meaning ‘lion’ in Shangaan, Ngala was the first private safari reserve to be 
incorporated in the world-famous Kruger National Park – the largest 
wildlife sanctuary in South Africa. With exclusive traversing rights over 14 
700 hectares (36 323 acres) of Kruger's game-rich wilderness, Ngala offers 
an extraordinary African wildlife safari experience.  
 
Owned by CC Africa, Ngala is of one of Africa's most innovative 
conservation partnership agreements – jointly signed in April 1992 by the 
WWF-SA (World Wildlife Fund – South Africa), South Afri can National 
Parks and CC Africa. Under this partnership, an annual lease, traversing 
fees and a percentage of Ngala’s profits are paid to the National Parks 
Trust. As a reliable ecotourism destination, Ngala makes a significant 
contribution to ongoing community empowerment operations and 
conservation development.   Ngala Game Reserve is the only private lodge 
within the Krueger National Park.  
 
Arrive and relax before setting out on an afternoon game drive. Return to 
camp for dinner and overnight.
